9. Materials and methods used. 3-5 pages 
10. Project results. 5-8 pages 
11. Discussion of project relevance to the interprofessional public health practice. 2-5 pages 
12. Conclusion, ‘next steps’ 2-3 pages 
13. Endnotes, Bibliography
